2. Declaration of Interest on any item – Nothing declared.
3. May 2017 Parish Council meeting minutes have been signed and confirmed as being a true record. Cllr Rose asked whether the item regarding speeding was discussed in the AMPC or APM meeting?  Clerk checked her notes and it was recorded correctly.
4. Reports 
i. County Councillor, Jessica Fleming – reported on new roundabouts for Eye the improvements will be carried out if funding is secured.
Highways are to see more changes come September.

On the 27th July there will be a Police and Crime Commissioner meeting at the Meadow Centre in Stowmarket from 11am – 2pm.

In a few months there will be a new Chief Executive of Suffolk County Council.

Road verges should have been cut but there have been problems with contractors.  There is the idea of Parish Councils taking over the organisation of grass cutting in their Parish, where they get to say when and where.

County Councillors are to receive a increase in their allowance of up to 15%.  It was commented that the public sectors pay is still capped at 1% and that this pay increase was unfair and badly timed.
ii. District Councillor, Derek Osborne reported on two planning applications results.  Garden House on The Street has been granted planning but Redvers on Rickinghall Road has been refused.

From the 1st July charges are coming in for advice given on planning applications.   
The move to Endeavour House was called into question again but the District Cllr said that the vote was in favour to move and it will be permanent.

There is funding in the Locality Budget for people to apply for, applications from the District Councillor.

Public Forum
There were many residents who wished to voice their concerns at the proposed planning application at Hinderclay Hall for the extension of business use by Thurlow Nunn.  Many people did not agree with the Parish Council who had voted in favour of the application as they felt their concerns had not been taken into consideration.  The yellow planning notice had not been placed in site of passing people so many were unaware of the application until it was too late to comment to the Parish Council.  
Four members of the Parish Council were unaware of any issues before they gave their vote to the clerk.  The clerk took the majority vote and submitted the comments before the deadline of the application.

After a heated debate it was decided by the Parish Council to withdrawal their comments and seek an extension on the planning application with the support of the District Councillor.
